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Event Overview 
Concept:  

The Inaugural Sno-Derby for Scouting is a daylong community and family-oriented winter sports event to raise 
awareness and financial support for Scouting in New Hampshire. Taking advantage of the beautiful setting of the 
Griswold Scout Reservation in the state’s Lakes Region, the event will be comprised of several main 
components: a radar run for multiple classes, an ice fishing derby, and a Scouting-themed fun run. The event will 
be promoted to the general public, the 10,000+ families involved with Scouting in New Hampshire, and to 
snowmobile clubs throughout the state through various outlets. 

Other winter sports activities will be offered throughout the day, like snowshoeing, cross country skiing, 
sledding, and tubing. Opportunities for vendors and exhibitors will be available. Food and beverages will be 
available and a banquet will be held at the end of the day for all participants. A significant fundraising 
component of the event will be a drawing for a snowmobile. A maximum of 1,500 tickets will be sold for the 
drawing up to and including the day of the event. 

Proceeds from the event will help support the programs of the Daniel Webster Council, which includes being the 
host facility for the Easter Seals summer programs at Hidden Valley Scout Camp.
